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Will St Leger
Will is an activist/artist (artivist) — 35,
living and working in Dublin

St Leger’s ‘tongue-in-cheek’ stencils fuse
together popular culture and historical
icons with humour, often presenting new
meanings. Typical themes centre on
religion, politics, war and the
environment.

After graduating in Design and

Communications in 1994 he moved to

London and set up a design company
called Sodium. St Leger worked with clients such as Levi's, Eidos,
Universal Pictures and Beck’s Beer. While working with Beck’s Art
Program he helped artists such a Tracy Emin, Damien Hirst to
produce their limited edition Beck’s bottles. He also developed a new
love of contemporary art and the ‘Brit Art’ scene.

Having grown disillusioned with advertising and design and a brief
period of travel in South East Asia and India, he joined
environmental pressure group Greenpeace in 1999 as an active
volunteer. Will was often involved in several high profile direct
actions on ail rigs, nuclear power stations and army bases. While
living in East London at that time, he became fascinated with the
work of UK street artist Banksy and stenciling as a form of
communication and traveled around the UK stenciling ‘STOP E$$0’
on Esso (ExxonMobil) gas stations.

In April this year, Will placed 100 fake 'landmines' made from
stenciled enamel plates in five parks around Dublin to highlight
International Day Landmine Awareness Day.

Will's new show ‘Art Raid’ was selected for the 2007 Dublin Fringe
Festival. This 60 minute live visual art show presented 50 people
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with the opportunity to steal 45 pieces of St Leger work from a
gallery when an alarm is triggered. Giving them 30 seconds to get
away before security guards tried to retrieve the stolen art.
